Site Visits

1. Baltimore Washington International Airport (BWI)

Visiting guests will be met at the upper level central terminal and escorted to a meeting room for brief introductions and a presentation by the Senior Deputy Executive Director of the Maryland Aviation Administration.  Following that activity, guests will be escorted to the new A/B Terminal, the International Terminal, and then board buses for a tour of the airfield and landside areas of BWI.  Highlights will include the airport cargo complex, the new parking garage, and the new car rental facility.

2. Berrywine Plantations/Linganore Wine cellars
Participants will visit the processing room/fruit preparation area, fermentation area, bottling line/filtration facilities, and the warehouse area/preparation for distributor. The visit will include a tasting of estate bottled wine and discussion of types and styles of wine as well as a tasting and discussion of fruit other than grapes, i.e., peaches, strawberries, raspberries, blueberries, and blackberries, all of which are native fruits of Maryland.

3. CitiStat

Baltimore Mayor Martin O’Malley’s innovative signature program, CitiStat, is a computerized system for tracking municipal efficiency. It is an award winning management model that has been studied by cities around the U.S. and the world. 

CitiStat links mapping technology to Baltimore’s 311 citizen complaint line and allows city officials to track agency spending, calls for services, and the city’s response to them. It allows managers to clearly monitor the productivity and effectiveness of each department holding agencies and agency heads accountable for performance. The program has saved Baltimore $100 million and won the 2004 award for Innovation in American Government from Harvard University’s Kennedy School of Government.

4. GM Powertrain Allison Transmission Plant
​GM Powertrain designs, engineers and manufacturers engines, transmissions, castings and components for General Motors vehicles and other automotive, marine and industrial original equipment manufacturers.  GM has access to almost 25 percent of the global industry’s total powertrain capacity. 


This visit will provide participants with a plant tour and information on vehicle transmission manufacturing. 

5. Institute of Human Virology (IHV)
Visitors will tour IHV’s laboratories and hear first hand from IHV’s directors about the latest discoveries related to the development of more effective drug therapies and an HIV vaccine.

6. IPIC/AiC Conference Sessions

Reviving Private Investment in Infrastructure: Introducing the Payment Contingency Fund, Model Country Cameroon 

During these sessions, IPIA will announce and explore the implications, application and implementation of their innovative solution to address and reverse the worldwide US$60 billion per year decline in private infrastructure financing in emerging economies.  

IPIA will present its Payment Contingency Fund (PCF) concept as the core of a strategy to ensure and guarantee payment and minimum revenue stream.  As a first tier payment insurance program, the PCFs will assure lenders and bond investors that the project debt will be serviced.  This new form of guarantee will enable financing of infrastructure projects throughout Africa and in developing economies worldwide.  

7. Malawi Reception & Roundtable

The “Malawi Afternoon” is being organized by Malawi’s Ministry of Trade and Private Sector Development in conjunction with the Malawi U.S. Embassy and the Corporate Council on Africa.  Scott Shuster, The Shuster Group, Inc, will moderate the roundtable.

The main purpose of this event is to increase awareness about investment opportunities in Malawi. Participants will visit McCormick’s Retail and Food Service manufacturing facility and will learn how the company takes spices, herbs, and flavorings and prepares and packages them for consumers around the world. 10. Maryland Department of Agriculture- International Marketing Program

· The program will begin with a meeting with the president of the company, Kevin Leaverton, who will overview operations and the company’s international involvement.  He will explain the way the dairy industry operates in the United States and how his company has placed itself in the competitive market.  Mr. Leaverton will then take the group on a tour of the farm and milking facilities. 

· The Agricultural Research Service (ARS) is the United States’ agency at the forefront of food and farm sciences. This tour of the ARS National Visitor Center will be on-site, at the 7,000-acre Beltsville Agricultural Research Center. Beltsville is the largest and most prominent of ARS 100-plus sites. A trip to the ARS Visitor Center will provide guests a broad picture of agricultural research in the U.S. The Center also plays a major ambassadorial role. Each of the foreign embassies in Washington, D.C. handles requests from official visitors to meet with or visit with ARS scientists, particularly at Beltsville. There are many cooperative research agreements between ARS scientists and those of other nations. The laboratories also employ visiting foreign scientists.
